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2016 Report

Grant Name:  Clean Water Fund - MDH Wellhead Protection Grant

Yellow Medicine County applied for and received a $6,750 Clean Water Fund grant to provide cost share to landowners to properly seal high priority abandoned wells.    Cost share was provided at a rate of 50% of the cost to seal the well, with a maximum of $400 per well.  

Outputs:  In 2014, the County provided cost share to seal 4 wells that were located on 

abandoned building sites.   In 2015, the County provided cost share to seal 8 wells that were located on abandoned building sites, and to 2 wells that were located within a drinking water supply management area.  In 2016, the County provided cost share to seal 6 well that were located on abandoned building sites, and cost share for 2 large diameter wells.  

Outcomes:  Pollution prevention, protecting ground water resources via properly sealing 14 abandoned wells.
