2019 Report

Grant Name:  Clean Water Fund - MDH Well Sealing Grant
The Yellow Medicine River One Watershed One Plan applied for and received a $20,000 Clean Water Fund grant to provide cost share to landowners to properly seal abandoned wells that are located in the One Watershed One Plan planning boundary, as identified in the Workplan.    Cost share was provided at a rate of 50% of the cost to seal the well, with a maximum of $500 per well.  

Outputs:  In 2017, cost share was provided to seal 12 wells that were located in the high priority areas.  In 2018, cost share was provided to seal 7 wells that were located in the high priority areas.  In 2019, cost share was provided to seal 20 wells.
Outcomes:  Pollution prevention, protecting ground water resources via properly sealing 19 abandoned wells.
